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Abstract

The study involved 75 patients with hallucinatory-paranoid disorders (HPD) in vascular dementia
(VD), who were included in the main group; 63 patients with VD without psychotic disorders
participated in the control group. In the structure of clinical and psychopathological manifestations
in patients with HPD in VD, there were revealed: the prevalence of moderate severity of delusional
disorders of material damage, robbery, relationships; combination of HPD with frequent vagrancy,
disorders of the depressive spectrum, periodic verbal aggression; frequent rhythm disorders
day/night; frequent bad mood, dysphoria; increased distraction, anxiety, and appetite disorders.
In the structure of cognitive impairment in patients with HPD in VD, thinking disorders prevail:
distortion of generalization, violation of formal and logical operations, making judgments, violation
of the motivational and dynamic components of thinking and criticism, as well as violation of
praxis, calculation, memory (violation of coding and attention) (distraction and exhaustion). The
program of therapeutic and rehabilitation measures was developed on the base of the principles of
comprehensive, differentiated, and personality-oriented approach, including a set of biological and
psychosocial effects on all etiopathogenetic units of development and progression of VD. The main
targets of development of the system of therapy and rehabilitation were the following: non-cognitive
psychopathological disorders, cognitive disorders, psychosocial deficiency, and concomitant
somatic and neurological diseases. There was proved the effectiveness of the developed program
of therapy and rehabilitation of patients with HPD in VD, which is positive clinical dynamics of the
mental state (reduction of hallucinatory-paranoid disorders and accompanying non-psychotic
disorders of psyche and behavior) and improvement of the functioning of cognitive processes.
