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Preface

This textbook is intended for foreign English-speaking students
at the initial stage of studying Russian.

The textbook consists of 32 lessons: 12 lessons of the Introducto-
ry course and 20 lessons of the Main course.

The Introductory course assumed formation of the “mini-lan-
guage” in students based on the main conversational topics and
grammar of the pre-case cycle.

The aim of the Main course is to form the main communicative
skills in students, to teach them different kinds of conversational
activity by having provided the necessary minimum of the lexical
and grammar material. One of the principal aims of the Main course
is to make the students familiar with everyday life of modern Ukraine,
its social and cultural peculiarities. On one hand, it contributes to
their rapid adaptation to the new social and cultural surroundings;
on the other hand, the extra-linguistic factor often facilitates the
understanding of linguistic phenomena.

Each lesson begins with presentation of speech patterns of the
Russian conversational language, which are, as a rule, given ahead
of the grammar curriculum.

The new grammar material is introduced by blocks. A conven-
tional sign (a list of conventional signs is given below) marks every
new topic (subtopic). A complex of exercises consolidates a new
linguistic material. The conventional signs at the exercises indicate
the type of work; however, they are rather of recommendation char-
acter. The lesson exercises are frequently of the peculiar “pretext
tasks” to the exercises.

There are two texts in each lesson; they reflect the main conver-
sational topics. Every second text of the Main course is of the re-
gional geography character.



The material for the classroom work is ended by dialogues (and
starting from the Main course by jokes) giving the speech patterns,
lexical and grammar material studied at the lesson with obligatory
involvement of the previously studied material.

The linguistic phenomena, which are of certain difficulties but
are not considered in the lesson as well as grammar forms given
ahead of the curriculum or requiring reference to the previously
studied material may be recommended after the dialogues.

Each lesson includes tasks for individual student’s work (ISW),
which may be fulfilled as homework or includes in the classroom
work at the teacher’s discretion. ISW always includes creative tasks
that can activate speech skills and habits.

Each lesson has a vocabulary and control tasks and tests (”Check
yourself!”) at the end.

The control tasks consist of two blocks: 1) control of communi-
cative habits; 2) control of grammar.

Visual aids such as schemes, figures, tables and conventional signs,
which are widely used in the textbook, make it possible to use it not
only in the English-speaking group.

An obvious
difference is the Cyrillic alphabet — named after the ninth-
century monk, St. Cyril, its reputed author.

WORD STRESS (yaapenue)

A Russian word generally has only one stressed syllable

THE HARD CONSONANTS 1, T, H

The Russian hard (non-palatal) consonants a, T, H resemble the
English d, t, n when they precede th, as in breadth, eighth, ninth, but
they are pronounced harder. The articulation of the Russian g, T, n
differs from that of the English d, t, n in that the tip of the tongue is
pressed not against the teeth ridge, but against the back of the upper
incisors. The consonant T is never aspirated.

REDUCTION OF VOWELS

A 1 The vowels a and o are pronounced distinctly only when
